     As of August 31, 2009, these volunteers have collectively donated a 
total of 28,000.13 hours valued at $2,939,130.00. Volunteer attorneys 
donated 18,300.98 hours valued at $2,745,147.00 and lay professionals 
donated 9,699.15 hours valued at $193,983.00. From January 1, 2009 to 
September 30, 2009, the PAI Program opened 2,358 new cases and 
closed 2,731 cases  Other support was given by the community as a 
whole  As of September 30, 2009, there were 113 organizations and busi-
nesses that provided in-kind donations valued at $91,644 which in-
cluded free space, office furniture, equipment, supplies, news media 
publications, and other donated services to house our 63 community 
clinics.  We cannot thank these people enough for their time and gen-
erosity.
